Honorary Consul Andreas Lapp puts on the sixth “Stuttgart meets Mumbai” wine festival

Promotion in India - Swabian Style

Stuttgart/Mumbai - Honorary Indian Consul Andreas Lapp is looking to build bridges between cultures by holding a Swabian wine festival in the Indian city of Mumbai. The “Stuttgart meets Mumbai” wine festival, now in its sixth year, will be held in the grounds of the Hotel ITC Grand Maratha Sheraton this 29th and 30th January, and is seen as a rendezvous for politicians, entrepreneurs and representatives from film and media, tourism and the wine industry. 

“We want to give our Indian guests an idea of the Swabian lifestyle and help build contacts. Experience shows that a lively atmosphere, good food and good wine are the best way to achieve this”, says Honorary Consul Andreas Lapp, who has been highly successfully involved in business in India for over ten years. 

Regional vineyards Busch (from Bretzfeld), Heinrich (from Obersulm) and Unser (from Leingarten) will be joined by the municipal vineyard of Stuttgart and the Staatliche Lehr- und Versuchsanstalt Weinsberg [Weinsberg State Academy for Vine and Fruit-Growing] to put on a tasting of Riesling, Kerner, Trollinger and Lemberger wines. There will be separate stands for the tourist offices of Stuttgart, Karlsruhe and Baden-Baden, as well as for Lapp India, a company of the Stuttgart-based Lapp Group. In addition, the Baden-Württemberg Film Office is promoting the Stuttgart film festival “Bollywood and Beyond”, the biggest Indian film festival in Europe, which will run during “India Week” from 21st – 25th July. Folk musicians with accordions and hand-held sleigh bells will provide entertainment in the Swabian style.

The “Stuttgart meets Mumbai” wine festival will be officially opened by Stuttgart’s Lord Mayor, Dr. Wolfgang Schuster, the Mayor of Mumbai, Shradda Sridhar Jadhav, the Additional Municipal Commissioner, Ashish Kumar Singh, and Honorary Consul, Andreas Lapp. More information about the wine festival is available at www.stuttgartmeetsmumbai.de.
