My subject matter is mostly tradi-
tional landscape, portraits or semiabstract paintings. As
a self-learned artist, | take inspiration from various artists
and masterpieces and like exploring various art mediums
like oil, acrylic, watercolour and charcoal to capture feel-
ings, beauty and life - making an art piece to which one
can connect and find solace.

With my “Buddha“ collection, | want to bring peace, calm
and serenity into others life with each of my paintings.

The “Incredible India” collection depicts paintings which
are focused on elegance, rich colours, and attention to de-
tail. | tried to share a small piece of India’s heart through
the intricately sculpted temple, traditional folksingers, al-
luring Taj Mahal to simplistic but blissful village life.

My artworks mirrors not just love and respect for my
country’s colourful and beautiful landscape and culture
but also my desire to share its rich and varied heritage

with everyone.

Mein neuestes Werk, die Confluence-Serie, zeigt die reiche

ne zeitgendssische Interpretation traditioneller indischer
Kunstformen. Auf diese Weise zolle ich beiden Kulturen,
denen ich angehdre, Tribut. Meine Arbeit bietet somit eine
andere Linse, durch die man die Welt betrachten kann.

Art for me is one way of connecting deeply to the world
we live in. As a self-taught artist and a socio-cultural an-
thropologist, the art pieces | create, incorporate elements
of both cultures that | am part of: India and Germany.

In my art pieces, | try to capture the rich vibrancy, tradi-
tion and festivity that characterize India. | employ several
art media such as gouache, acrylics, watercolour, mixed
media on canvas, paper, metal, silks saree borders in my
art pieces and enjoy creating large scale artistic murals.
The wide-ranging materials and topics of my artworks are
testimonials to my multidimensional interests.

My latest body of work, the Confluence Series, depicts
the rich culture and heritage of Germany, from its charm-
ing towns to interesting folktales, through my contempo-
rary take on traditional Indian art forms. It is my way of
paying homage to both these cultures that | belong to. My
work thus offers a different lens through which to view
the world with.
