All-round automation programme

Everything from one source – that is the current trend in the automation sector. Stuttgart's Lapp Group has thus taken up position as a system supplier and will be presenting not only its comprehensive product portfolio but also plenty of new ideas in Hall 11, Stand C03 at Hannover Messe. “The customers get all cable and wiring solutions from us – for the machinery, the sensors and the control unit. No other company can boast such a variety,” explains Carsten Stein, Product Manager for Automation & Network.
Lapp will be turning the spotlight on fibre optic cables with the brand HITRONIC®. These glass fibre cables are primarily used in the telecommunications sector, as well as anywhere large amounts of data are generated, extreme ranges are necessary or dangerous showers of sparks need to be prevented. Right in time for the trade fair, Lapp has significantly expanded and developed its portfolio here. Mechanical load capacity and price-performance ratio are now much improved. There are also new products being launched for industrial outdoor applications. The HITRONIC® HQN 1500 Outdoor Cable and HITRONIC® HVN 5000 Outdoor Cable have been redefined for remote data transmission. They can now be laid directly in the ground and are particularly hard-wearing. A mechanically strengthened version has also recently been made available, with additional armour for harsh applications and protection against rodents (HITRONIC® HQW Armoured Outdoor Cable). For direct tertiary connections in buildings, as well as connections to terminal devices, the HITRONIC® Breakout Cable is used.

There are also new products for industrial Ethernet cabling. For example, the EPIC® DATA CAT.6A 10G field-configurable connector, designed for the higher bandwidth requirements of 10 gigabit Ethernet and for transmission frequencies of up to 500 MHz in industrial and building networks. Thanks to its zinc die-casting, the connector is particularly sturdy and fully screened. An additional dust protection cap protects the connector face and prevents any contamination or damage during transport or when not connected.

Also new is the UNITRONIC® LAN 1500 CAT.7A LAN cable for structured building cabling in horizontal surfaces, for example in a floor level with improved output of up to 1500 MHz. Furthermore, it complies with the EN 50173 and ISO/IEC 11801 standards.

For the first time ever, Lapp will also be presenting LAN cabling solutions for outdoor installation. The UNITRONIC® LAN OUTDOOR CAT.7 comes in two versions: for laying directly in the ground or for laying outdoors between two buildings. Both designs are UV-resistant, and the version with the polyethylene-aluminium-coated sheath also has a diffusion barrier.  The maximum transmission frequency is 1,000 MHz. New, pre-configured “Plug & Play” ETHERLINE® patch cords for local networks are another addition to the Lapp automation programme. 

Lapp has also come up with a comprehensive product programme for fieldbus technology. Why? Tests have shown that, in Germany, around 70 percent of automation solutions are still traditionally wired in parallel. Lapp has made it easier for customers to upgrade to more economical fieldbus technology with its AS-Interface BUS cable range. Ideal here is the new UNITRONIC® AS Interface Long Distance (2.5mm2) for communication on a sensor/actuator level. It boasts a larger wire cross-section of 2.5mm2, interoperability with other standard AS Interface cables and, with its PUR or rubber (EPDM) outer sheath, a particularly sturdy exterior. Also new is the red, oil-resistant UNITRONIC® AS Interface cable for the identification of special auxiliary voltages within the AS Interface network, an EPIC® Data PROFIBUS full metal industrial connector, suitable for the assembled PROFIBUS M12 cables, as well as 8-pole M12 sensor actuator cables and adjustable panel feed-throughs.
