This year, around 1,000 animated films from all over the globe will be shown from 8 to 13 May – and there will be a particular focus on films from India. “I am delighted that India is becoming increasingly involved in the world of animated film. It’s my pleasure to sponsor the festival and help bring these films to a wider audience,” says Stuttgart-based businessman Andreas Lapp, who is also the Honorary Consul of India for the Baden-Württemberg and Rheinland-Pfalz regions.

As well as enjoying Indian animations such as “Tanko Bole Chhe”, the trailer “Y-Films Logo” and three famous silhouette animations, audiences will be treated to two very special Indian events, presented with the support of the Lapp Group.

On 19 May, the action-packed Indian science fiction film “Ra.One” will be shown on the large open-air screen in Stuttgart’s Schlossplatz. Bollywood superstar Shah Rukh Khan plays a computer games designer fighting against the bad guy – and naturally, the film features animated, state-of-the-art science fiction visual effects and Bollywood-style singing and dancing.

The second special event is an Indian fashion show, which will take place during the Animated Fashion Awards on 12 May in the Breuningerland department store in central Stuttgart. The Art Director is the fashion designer Poonam Choudhry, who is of Indian descent. She will show a mix of traditional Indian fashion such as saris and shalwar kameez (trousers, long tunic and shawl), commissioned by the Honorary Consulate of India. Well-known dancer Marianna Illig, of Stuttgart’s Gauthier Dance company, has worked on the choreography.  

Andreas Lapp: “The German-Indian exchange programme is very close to my heart. I am sure that the fashion show and films will keep audiences entertained and get them excited about India.” Andreas Lapp has been the Honorary Consul of India since 2001 and has been lending his support to intercultural events in Germany and India for many years. The Lapp Group is also sponsoring Stuttgart’s Indian Film Festival, which will take place from 18 to 22 July in the Metropol cinema. In order to foster good relations between the two countries, Lapp also organizes the “Stuttgart meets Mumbai” wine festival every spring in Stuttgart’s twin city of Mumbai. What’s more, in February it sponsored a concert tour with the famous Indian musician A. R. Rahman and the Babelsberg Film Orchestra. Performances were given in five major Indian cities to mark 60 years of diplomatic relations between India and Germany.
