Lapp Employees Become Donors

Stuttgart, February 2010 

Andreas Lapp, Chief Executive Officer of the Stuttgart-based Lapp Holding AG, handed over a cheque for the amount of 15,000 euros today (9th February 2010) to the DKMS Deutsche Knochenmarkspenderdatei.  “We want to help people suffering from leukaemia to have a greater chance of a successful recovery”, explained Andreas Lapp.

Employees at the Lapp Group in Stuttgart have voluntarily registered to be potential stem cell donors at the DKMS centre. The donation enables the typing processes to be financed to the sum of 50 euros per person. Typing of the Lapp employees will start in the spring of this year.

Incidentally, every 45 minutes someone in Germany is diagnosed with leukaemia, and this figure includes a lot of children and juveniles. For many patients, the only hope of survival is through the transfusion of healthy stem cells. More than 3000 tissue characteristics have to be tested when searching for the “genetic twin”.
