The metal housings of the IP30 devices are equipped with modular plug-in terminals. Depending on the application, therefore, connection is effected by screw or spring-type terminals.

There is also a comprehensive range of UNITRONIC® signal cables, T-pieces/Y-pieces, terminating resistors and self-assembly connectors as well as plug-and-play sensor/actuator cables and related accessories for the rapid wiring of sensors and actuators in the field.
