It consists of a frame (the SKINTOP® CUBE FRAME) and individual clip sealing modules (SKINTOP® CUBE MODULES). Cables with assembled connectors can thus be connected in a switch cabinet reliably, quickly and clearly without special tools, sealants or lubricants. 

The patented system means the assembled cables just have to be pushed onto the clip sealing module and clicked into the frame. The cable is perfectly fixed in place, protected from vibrations, strain-relieved and sealed to IP 64. 

Lapp Kabel has thus revolutionized the system of multi cable bushing system. The patented flexible clip modules with variable clamping range are available in 4 sizes: 4 to 6 mm, 6 to 9 mm, 9 to 12 mm as well as 12 to 16 mm. The matching, glass-fibre-reinforced frames made of polyamide are available in two sizes for 16-pin or 24-pin connector openings. This allows 8 to 10 cables to be fitted clearly in a switch cabinet in a minimal space.

More advantages: fewer parts as a result of variable clamping ranges and minimized storage requirements. During maintenance and service work, the frame is left on the housing. Simple, fast mounting and demounting of assembled cables. The plug-in sealing modules can also be integrated in cable assembly planning. That saves time and money.
