It is also low-temperature impact resistant, fulfils the EN standard and it comes with a silicone-based sealed degree of protection IP 68-10 bar. Ideal for use offshore, in plant construction, department stores, refrigeration installations and A/C technology areas.

· An all-round automation package: apart from the active sensor/actuator modules for globally conventional bus systems and the corresponding field wiring, the UNITRONIC® field-bus range from Lapp now also offers gateways for coupling to higher-ranking Ethernet-based networks.

· Two “all-rounders” for wind turbine installations: ÖLFLEX® TORSION not only rotates through up to +/-150 degrees per metre, it is also extremely resistant to cold. ÖLFLEX® FORTIS was developed to handle particularly extreme temperature zones. With its temperature range lying between -55 °C and + 105 °C it guarantees reliable control in every location, wherever it is in the world – be it in extremely cold or extremely hot regions. It is also UL/CSA listed, flame-retardant and torsion- resistant and it fulfils the new UL 6140 outline.
· There are also innovations among the servo cables. A brand new generation of highly dynamic, strong and highly-flexible cables, suitable for servo drives, now manages 50 m/sec2 instead of the previous 5 m/sec2. For the North-American market Lapp is also exhibiting the UL-listed servo cable ÖLFLEX® VFD for use in industrial machines in accordance with NFPA 79.
For the first time at the Hanover Fair, the new main catalogue “The New Lapp” will also be available. The exhibition innovations are all included in the catalogue which encompasses more than 1000 pages and features a greatly-improved customer-oriented presentation. The catalogue also comes with the FSC (Forest Stewardship Council) Seal of Approval.
